address and phone number

e inform parents and carers regularly about how their children are progressing

e inform students, parents and carers about what the teachers aim to teach the students each
term
teach effectively and to set the highest standards in work and behaviour
take reasonable steps to ensure the safety, happiness and self-confidence of all students

e be open and welcoming at all reasonable times and offer opportunities for parents and carers
to become involved in the school community

o clearly articulate the school’s expectations regarding the responsible behaviour plan for
students and the school’s dress code policy

e ensure that parents and carers are aware of the school’s insurance arrangements and
accident cover for students

e advise parents and carers of extra-curricular activities operating at the school in which their
child may become involved, for example, Program of Chaplaincy Services; religious
instruction

o ensure that the parent is aware of the school’s record-keeping policy including the creation of
a transfer note should the student enrol at another school

e set, mark and monitor homework regularly in keeping with the school’'s homework policy
